Safe School systems

Our school has safe and sensible practices as advised by Public Health to maintain the
health and safety of everyone on the school site.

Our key areas of focus are:

4+ Good hygiene practices - coughing into elbows, handwashing, using hand

4+ Contact lists — anyone coming onto the school site will need to come to
the office and sign the visitor register so we know who is at school and who
our staff and students maight have been in close contact.

4+ Physical distancing — 2m for parents and visitors,

- “breathing space” for students

As described by Dr Payinda in his NZ Herald article, “Covid doesn't hang in the air for hours
waiting to infect passers-by. It travels on invisible drops of spit. You don't have to cross the
street to avoid anyone. Just avoid getting in their 'moist breath’ zone”. We all just need to
remember to have some breathing space at Alert Level 2!
